The only other people on this beach are 
SADIE, a beautiful yet fragile girl in her early 
twenties with perfect blonde beach waves, on the 
other side of the dunes closer to the shoreline 
with BEN, her youthful adolescent brother.  

 

VANCE walks from the ocean to his towel, dripping 
wet with his surfboard under his left arm. As he 
finally settles down and is about to dry off, he 
hears a woman’s shrill voice calling out in 
panic.  

 

SADIE 

Somebody! Help! Oh my god, Ben?! Help!

SADIE

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afloat in the water (nervously laughs, 
sighs). 

 

VANCE 

Hey, don’t worry about it. I used to 
get caught out there myself when I was 
his age. We gotta look out for each 
other, right kid? 

 

BEN 

(smiling, looking up to him) 

Yeah for sure! 

 

Vance and Ben fist bump while exchanging soft 
smiles.  

 

SADIE 

You’re gonna be his new hero after 
this. Seriously, I cannot thank you 
enough. (Turns to Ben) We are gonna 
have to go buy you a life jacket to 
wear in the ocean now, buddy.  

 

BEN 

No, those are for babies! Please I’ll 
be careful! 

 

Sadie rolls her eyes, then looks over to Vance. 
She rubs Ben’s back as he rests his head on her 
chest. 
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SADIE 

Hey, let me take you out to dinner 
tonight to repay you. I need to do 
something, you just saved my brother’s 
life. 

 

VANCE 

Not necessary, I- 

 

SADIE 

Oh come on please, if not for him then 
for me? 

 

VANCE 

Alright, alright. I’d be happy to have 
dinner with you.  

 

Sadie and Vance both meet each other's gaze as 
they blush and smile at each other before 
glancing down to the ground.  

 

SADIE 

Oh! I’m Sadie by the way (giggles).  

 

Sadie reaches her arm out to shake Vance’s hand.  

 

VANCE 

Vance! Pleasure.  

 

Vance reaches out to shake Sadie’s hand back. 
They stare into each other’s eyes with wide 
smiles, shaking each other’s hands for a few 
seconds too long, caught in the moment.  
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SADIE
